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According to reliable sources, Singapore Life Church was founded in 1883.
Looking back, the Church’s 130-year history from 1883-2013 can be broadly
classified into 3 periods: (I)The Pioneering Period - Adjustment & Adaptation,

Period — Breakthrough & Development.

In the 1880’s, many Chinese from Mainland China came to Singapore and
Malaysia in search of a better life. Among them were many Chinese Christians
from Shantou and Xiamen. At that time, the English Presbyterian Mission in China
appointed missionary Rev J. A. B. Cook to Singapore to set up churches and to
shepherd believers. After first going to Shantou to learn the Chinese and Teochew
languages, he arrived in Singapore to minister, specially focusing on the Teochew-

speaking overseas Chinese. Our Church was accordingly set up in 1883. It was
known as “Teck Khah Tng” then.

In the early days of the Church, a group of Teochew-speaking Baptist believers
worshipped with us. They later departed due to institutional and lithugical
differences and became the Thomson Road Baptist Church of today.

This was the pioneering period characterised by adjustments and adaptation.
Besides worship and evangelism, the Church also focused on the care and
shepherding of church members, paying special attention to the needs of
women, children and the elderly. In addtion, the Church also placed great
emphasis on the discipline of believers. Members who had sold their children to
fund their gambling addiction were warned sternly and banned from partaking
in the Holy Communion. The Church also allowed her premises to be used as
meeting venues by the Presbyterian Synod on a regular basis.

The completion of the first church building in 1929 signifies a significant
milestone in the history of Singapore Life Church. The Yok See School and its
affiliated kindergarten were established in the same year and the name of the
Church was changed to “Say Mia Tng Teck Khah”.
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Sister Kathleen Chan studied in Yok See Kindergarten and Primary School

and was amongst its second batch of graduates. She recalled that they sang
hymns and listened to the gospel preaching by overseas missionaries during
assembly every Monday. She became a Christian in 1960 when she attended
a Christmas rally by invitation from a classmate, and was baptized by Rev.
Heng into Singapore Life Church in 1963. She missed her primary school life
and very fondly remembered the late Mdm Lau Choon Ngor. “She was good at
multi-tasking: besides attending to students taking the school bus, preparing
and cooking for the teachers and students, she also needed to do the cleaning
of the compound. | really miss her minced pork porridge and fish-ball rice
noodle,”she recounted.
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In the ensuing 20 years, the Church continued with her acquisition of properties
for the purposes of evangelism and education. This included the acquisition

of 140 Prinsep Street in 1937 to cater for additonal classrooms for Yok See
School, the acquisition of 20 Newton Road and 200 Keng Lee Road for future
expansion, as well the leasing of an attap house in Changi 10 miles, which was

used as the Changi Preaching Centre (now the Changi Bethany Presbyterian
Church).
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In 1939, Rev. Cheng Shen Chu was appointed by the Shantou Presbyterian
Mission and became the second Moderator of the Church.
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In 1949, the Church experienced financial hardship following the acqusitions
of the Newton and Keng Lee Road Properties. As a result, the property at 140
Prinsep Street was sold. However, the sale of Newton Property some half a
century later proved to be an unexpected turning point for the Church. Indeed,
God made all things beautiful in His time. As for the property at 140 Prinsep
Street, it is leased from the State and currently used by Life Care Society, the
Church community service arm, as the “Life Care Centre”!
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In the early and mid 1940s, during the Japanese occupation period (1941-1945),
our members, like others here, suffered greatly. They experienced food shortages,
torment and humiliation. Despite this, God sustained His church. The worship
services and prayer meetings did not cease. With unwaving faith, our members
weathered through this difficult period. We are thankful for the many pastors and
leaders who served faithfully during this period. They included our missionary Miss
Margaret Dryburgh, Rev. William Murray, Rev. Quek Keng Hoon and Rev. Cheng
Shen Chu, etc.
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Brother Teo Boon Hui, aged 80, was living just across the street from the Church
when he was little, and used to follow his devoted mother to church. He recalled
that when he was about 11 years old, the house in which the family was then living
collapsed due to construction works at the neighbouring house. “Rev Quek Keng
Hoon invited us to stay in one of the rooms in the Church and saw to our daily
needs, for a period of about 2 months,” he recounted. This bears testimony to how
our Church took good care of her members in the early years.

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Worth special mention is Miss Margaret Dryburgh who was captured and imprisoned
in a Japanese prisoner-of-war camp. She eventually died in the camp after being
brutally tormented in 1945. Miss Margaret Dryburgh was a passionate educator, and
was the first principal of Kuo Chuan Girls’ School from 1938-1941. Who would have
guessed that 70 years later, the Church would end up using Kuo Chuan Secondary
School as its temporary place of worship when it underwent reconstruction in 2010.
God’s provision is indeed amazing!
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In 19486, a year after Singapore was freed from the Japanese Occupation, Rev.
Heng Teck Im became the Minister of Life Church. Rev. Heng gave his entire
life to the Church, serving for 37 years. His dedication and commitment, as
well as his love for the Lord and the flock he shepherded, is still fondly recalled
by those he ministered to up till today. During that time, many ministries

were systematically organised to better serve the Church. These included

the fellowship groups, the Church Choir and “Life Singers” and Brass Band,

a music ministry formed to spread the gospel through music. Under the
leadership of Rev. Heng, our Church grew steadily.
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Sister Thun Kar Cheen, aged 98, holds fond memories of the Church
community then. “We would take turns to meet in the homes of different church
members for prayer meeting and service, every Tuesday. There would be
refreshments following the meetings. Wednesday would be Bible study time, led
by Rev. Heng,”she said.
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In 1955, the Session Court decided to divide the congregation into “Teck Khah”,
“Newton”, and “English” churches in view of growing membership and ministry.
Members were free to decide which one to attend. “Teck Khah Life Church’
continued to congregate at Prinsep Street while Newton Life Church moved

to 200 Keng Lee Road. Life Church English Worship bought a piece of land at
Gilstead Road to build a church, which is today’s Bible-Presbyterian Church.
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In 1960, when Yok See School and its affiliated kindergarten were moved to
Newton, we set up Life Kindergarten (1960). The new kindergarten buidling was
completed in 1964.
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During these 45 years, many Elders and Deacons served together to lead the
Church. Many served for 20 - 50 years, even their whole lives, until they were
called home to the Lord. Their commitment and dedication set worthy examples
for us to follow!

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In 1973, Pastor Lim Shing Cheong joined the Church, and in 1978 was ordained
as an Associate Minister. Rev. Lim, during his term, worked with Rev. Heng
Teck Im in one accord. Together, they promoted the various church ministries.
Rev. Lim served faithfully and cared deeply for the church members. In 1984,
when he decided to migrate to America, many were reluctant to let him leave.
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In 1969, the Session Court decided to
rebuild the Church that had become old and
dilapidated. The ground breaking ceremony
was in 1974 and Foundation Stone laying
ceremony was conducted by Rev. Dr. Stephen
C. K. Tan in 1975. The new church building
was completed in 1977 and a Dedication

As our English church name “Say Mia Tng Teck Khah” is a direct transliteration
from dialect, it did not comply with the requirements of the Registry of Societies
and was eventually changed to “Singapore Life Church” in 1975.
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In 1983, Rev. Lee Chong Kau joined the Church to assist in church ministry, and

Service was held in the same year. in 1989 he became the Interim Moderator of the Church, All in all, Rev Lee served

in the Church for about 13 years. Under his leadership, our Church moved
forward to a more strategic and all-rounded development!
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Changing with the times, especially with the alterations in the educational
landscape, English and Mandarin Services were set up in 1983 and 1992
respectively to better shepherd the younger generations. In 1991-1992 when Rev
Lee Chong Kau left for the U.S. for his Sabbatical leave, we were glad to have
Rev. Lee Huai Kwang as our Church Interim Moderator for almost a year. After
Yok See School was closed, the Session Court reclaimed the right to freely use
the lot in Newton from the government, under Rev Lee’s recommendation. This
decision had far-reaching implications for the future development of our Church.
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In 1997, Rev Soo Lee Chong took over the role of the Interim Moderator from
Rev Lee Chong Kau, and in the same year, he advocated the first Mission
Conference. To date, our Mission Conference has entered into its 16" year, and
our mission fields include Johor Bahru, Kluang, Kuala Lumpur, Northern Thailand,
Indonesia, Myanmar, India, Nepal, and China (Henan, Jieyang, Zhaojue, Lanzhou,
Gansu etc.)
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Singapore Life Church was founded because the early missionaries from
England saw the needs of the Chinese. The Church therefore is convinced of
the need for mission work. But our God is the main “driver’behind this work.
We witnessed God’s special leading in every new mission that we started. The
mission work in China Henan is worth special mention: besides being involved
in AIDS-related community service work, we also conducted Sunday School

trainings. Starting from a zero base, we have now achieved an attendance of
about 3000 children.
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A significant milestone in 1997 was the sale of the Newton property. This land
was bought in 1949 for church-building and used by Yok See School. Due to

a change in education policies in the 1980s, Yok See School ceased operation
and the place was subsequently leased to The Singapore Bible College to

run special courses. The property was eventually sold for $56million after the
Singapore Bible College also stopped using the place. We experienced God’s
steadfast grace and faithfulness throughout the entire process, though it was full
of twists and turns. It also fulfilled the scripture quoted by the Session leaders
when they first bought the property:“It's more blessed to give than to receive.”
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As the property was co-owned by both Newton and Singapore Life Church, we
received fifty percent of the proceeds. An Investment Committee was set up for
the effective management of this fund for the Kingdom of God. Over the years,
the returns earned by the fund have not only helped the Church to expand in
many different ministries, but also supported many other churches and Christian
organizations, both local and overseas.

Towards the end of 1998, Rev. Caleb Soo completed his teaching engagement
in the Trinity Theological College, and accepted the appointment and was
elected as the Moderator of Life Church in the following year. With the support
of church leaders, Rev. Soo started the Fellowship Cell Group Ministry, and
published 4 booklets for Basic Christian Growth and Development.

Near the end of 2007, the Church started the Creative & Multi-Media Ministry
and began a renewal in our worship services.
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When asked about her views on the recent breakthroughs
and changes in Church, Sister Kathleen thinks the effects
have been positive. “The development of various ministries
has forged team spirit and a sense of belonging. It has also
injected new life and colour into the Church and attracted
more newcomers to join us.”she said.
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In 2008, the motion to rebuild the church building was
passed during the Annual Congregation Meeting with more
than 98% support votes from members. The urgent need
to rebuild arose from a severe lack of space resulting from
the rapid growth in membership. It was further aggravated
by the appearance of visible cracks in the Church building
that threatened the safety of our members.
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2010 was a watershed year. We started our big move to
Kuo Chuan Secondary school and began our 2 years of
the “sojourning period”. The Church office also started
operation from a location in the Ubi vicinity. Once again, we
experienced God’s providence and provision in searching
for suitable locations. In October of the same year, we held
the ground-breaking ceremony and reconstruction was
underway!
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On 31/5/2012, we received the Temporary Occupation Permit for our new
Church Building. We had our very first Worship Service on 1/7/2012, and what

a joyous occasion it was! During the 2 years of rebuilding, God provided us with
many faithful co-workers who worked tirelessly on every aspect and detail of

the project. Indeed, we thank God for this beautiful Church building that is both
modern and full of theological significance.
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In 2012, the Church embarked on the Evangelism Explosion program, and a
systematic follow up for new believers (Basic Christian Living). And God added
believers to our Church.
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We have also spared no effort in the areas of social care and education,

beginning with Yok See School and Life Kindergarten in the early years, to the

Life Care Society and Life Recreation Centre of today. We constantly do our part

for the community, bringing blessings and the Gospel to the people around us.
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The Fellowship Cell Groups, a renewed worship service, a systematic Sunday
School curriculum, evangelism, mission, and social care complement one
another as different channels and platforms to proclaim Christ in the 21st century.
This is so as to ‘teach everyone with all wisdom, that we may present everyone
mature in Christ’ (Colossians 1:28).

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Throughout the Church’s 130 years,

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Significance of Church Design

The pointed rooftop of our old church building is replicated in the new building, justified by faith under the Cross. It
symbolically linking our past to the present, testifying to God’s grace and blessings also represents the spiritual growth
in the history of Singapore Life Church. of Christians, who should come
before God daily to worship Him,
The Cross that is lifted on high emphasizes Jesus Christ as the Lord and the Head have fellowship with Him, to serve
of the Church, exalted above all. Him and to exalt Him.
The numerous triangular patterns on the facade represent mankind. The Cross At night, the church building
is placed among the patterns signifying “Emmanuel”, God with us. At the centre glows; representing the Holy Spirit
of the fagade is a large Chinese character “.A” (man) which signifies the Word dwelling in the Church. The glory
became flesh and made His dwelling among us, exemplifying the incarnational of God shines through the lives of
mission of the Church and God’s people. Christians, attracting people to look

up unto Jesus Christ on the Cross.
The colour scheme used is mainly black and white. White signifies holiness. The
co-existence of black and white signifies that sinners who found grace in the eyes
of God are fully accepted by Him and have become His people. The Church is
where they assemble to worship the Triune God.

The black staircase conveys the message that sinners are drawn to God and
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When we place love and the truth of faith
together, a common resonance between
people is created and they are set in the
same direction. We support each other
in both difficult and joyful times, and
grow together in love.
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In a world obsessed with the beauty of
youth, it has become an increasingly
important ministry to shepherd our
young well in the ways of the Lord. This
was a call that was felt and heard by a
group of like-minded individuals made
up of both the leaders and youths of
the Church back in the early 2000s.

For many years, /> HF1#2 (a group
dedicated to the youths from 13

years — 20+ years ) was a platform for
this ministry. However, with the rise of
technology resulting in rapidly shrinking
generational gaps, it was increasingly
difficult for the 20 year olds to relate

to the 13 year olds. The younger
youths also found the switch from
worshiping at the children’s service to
adult service too big a jump for them.
Thus, it became increasingly apparent
to both church and youth leaders that
we needed a worship service that

was better catered to the youths. A
proposal was hence made to carve out
a fellowship-cum-service that targeted
youths aged between 15 - 20 years
old.

This plan culminated in April 2001,
where the new youth service called
“1520” conducted their 1st service as
an independent fellowship with Sister
Catherine Sim as the first inaugural
chairwoman. The entire worship
service was served by the youths of
the fellowship.

Today, 1520 boasts a vibrant
community of youths who has learnt
to take ownership of their own
worship and discipleship ministry
under the pastoral leadership of
Reverend Kevin Chen and Pastor Lee
Meisi. 1520 conducts weekly youth-
led bible studies and worship services,
with the exception of the 15t Sunday
of the month where the youths would
join the Mandarin service to partake in
the Holy Communion.

Over the years the fellowship was a
platform for youth leadership training,
some of whom have become deacons
and other leaders of various ministries
in church. Praise be to God for His
blessings and anointing, and may His
love continue to impact the youths of
our Church through 1520!

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Cell Groups in the English Worship Service

It is Friday evening. Groups of people are leaving the office. All of them have the
same purpose in mind though their destinations are different. For them there is
only one place to be on Friday evenings, and that is cell group meeting.

All our adult cell groups in the English Service meet on Friday evenings. The
majority meet in homes while two groups meet in church. Setting Friday evenings
aside for CG and nothing else had become such a priority that this refrain is
sometimes heard — “I don’t know what to do if there’s no CG on Fridays”!

The Cell Group ministry in the English Worship Service started back in 1987 with
5 groups. The leaders back then were convinced that members grow and relate
best in the intimacy of small groups. A CG committee with an elder in charge,
now oversees all the cell groups. Presently about 80% of the congregation are
in cell groups and all newly baptized members are expected to be a part of one.
There are about 10 groups in operation. Among these is a group catering to
young adults and another group comprising seniors who are in their golden age!
The CG groups comprise a mix of singles and couples and this provides the
dynamics to support each other through different life stages.

Our cell groups are structured according to geographical locations. Over the
years, we have found that this is still a strategy that works best for most of

the groups. Members feel most
comfortable meeting in homes and
find the atmosphere conducive to
sharing and fellowship. For the groups
meeting in church, these are mainly
adults who work in town and find the
Church a central and ideal location.

On every 1¢ Friday of the month,

all the cell groups will gather in
church for Prayer & Praise Meeting.
Whenever there is a 5" Friday, all
the groups will come together for a
combined meeting. This is a time for
the various groups to have fellowship
with one another. Talks on relevant
topics of the day are also organized.
Prayer retreats are organised twice
every year when members set aside
half a day for solitary time with God
and personal reflection. Taking a
break from the rush of daily life to
deepen one’s relationship with God
is a vital part of spiritual formation.
Everyone who attends always attest
to an enriching time.

The Word of God is the anchor of our
cell groups; therefore study of God’s
Word is always a crucial part of a cell
group meeting. But more than that,
application of biblical principles in
dalily life is even more crucial. Hence,
we had recently taken a new
approach in using sermon-based
questions for Bible study in cell
group. Sermons are not just for
Sundays, the spiritual truths have to
lead to practical steps of following
Jesus from Mondays to Saturdays.

Besides the study of God’s word,
caring and encouraging one another
is the other pillar in the cell groups.
Supporting each other in prayer and
bearing one another’s burdens are
important aspects of healthy group
life.

Christ has called every one of us to
be a disciple and to make disciples.
Mentoring is an approach that we
had just begun to develop. We want
to integrate mentoring into all our cell
groups’ DNA so that our members will
have a spiritual travelling companion
and guide in living a life of joyful
obedience to God. May God give

us faithful disciples in this and future
generations.

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Seminar on Christian Ethics

26th — 27th July 2013

Homosexuality is one of the most
pressing and divisive issues facing
the Church today. There is increasing
social pressure for the acceptance
and encouragement of lesbian,

gay, bisexual and transgender
(“LGBT”) lifestyles within the Christian
communities. And as part of our
Church’s 130" Anniversary Celebration
series, we are honored to have — Rev
Dr. Daniel K.S. Koh - to be a key-note
speaker for this topic over 3 sessions;
held on 26 — 27" July 2013.

Rev Dr. Daniel Koh, PhD (University of
Durham), teaches Christian Ethics, and
Pastoral Theology at Trinity Theological
College, Singapore. He is also the
Director of the college’s Centre for the

Development of Christian Ministry. Dr.
Daniel is an ordained minister of the
Methodist Church in Singapore.

Dr. Daniel introduces the philosophical
topic of ethics. He quickly summarizes
different proposed foundations for
ethics. He then examines the unique
attributes of Christian ethics and
concludes by providing examples of
the different views of ethics.

Having established the system of
Christian Ethics, he now moves on

to look at specific ethical challenges
in relation to LGBT. He distinguishes
among specific positions and lays out
the debate clearly. He looks at it from
both sides. He provides arguments

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for and against homosexuality being
ethical from both a biblical and secular
perspective. He offers counter-
arguments for both sides (sometimes
in the context of the argument for the
other side; others are more direct and
explicit).

In particular, attention was drawn to
the Old Testament books of Leviticus
and Deuteronomy stating God’s
moral law regarding homosexual acts
and lifestyle. God sees these acts

as detestable and an abomination,
and He underscored His word by
destroying the sodomy of Sodom and
Gomorrah (Genesis 19:5, 24).

Moral law is timeless and Jesus
upheld it in Matthew 5:17. So we find
the same moral view throughout the
New Testament right up to Revelation.
Those who wilfully persist in immoral
behaviour, as defined by God’s moral
law, will be left outside the Kingdom
of God.

In conclusion, what should the
Christian approach and response be to
homosexuality?

The legal position and the sympathetic
postmodern world ethic on
homosexuality pose a challenge

for the Church. How is the Church

to respond? Since Christians are
commanded to be salt and light in

society (Matthew 5.13 — 16), it is their
duty to state God’s moral law on
homosexual acts, and other ethical
and moral issues. But this must be
done in the context of a loving, caring,
non-judgmental way — Jesus always
gave the truth in love. The Christian
should have Christ’s love, humility and
compassion for those caught up in
homosexuality, without compromising
the God-given principles in Scripture.

The debate is to focus on the
behaviour rather than the individual.
Therefore, homosexuals, like any other
sector of society are to be welcomed
into God’s church. Here we all strive to
understand God’s way for man, and
try to adhere to His word in the Bible.
Here we all acknowledge the need for
repentance, the saving grace of Jesus
and the new life He offers through His
death and resurrection. But someone
openly flouting God’s word within His
church (on homosexuality or any other
issue) should not hold a position of
authority or ministry within the church
(1Timothy 3:1 - 14).

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English Worship Service

LIFE Past

Even as this year marks the 130"
anniversary of Singapore Life Church
(SLC), there is another milestone that
is worth noting. By the mercies of God,
the English worship service in SLC
celebrates its 30" anniversary this year.

The first full-fledged English worship
service started in 1983 but the story
had begun a few years earlier. At that
time, the Church recognized the need
to prevent the youths from walking out
of the Church by the backdoor. After
much deliberation, a Bilingual Junior
Worship Service was established in
1980 to cater specifically to the young
people aged 12 to 20 years old.

After 2 years of operation, the Church
made the decision to convert the
bilingual junior worship service to a
proper English worship service. An
English Service Central Committee
(ESC) was formed to plan, organize
and coordinate the Sunday worship
and other activities for the English-
speaking congregation.

That was how the English worship
service started in 1983 with a regular
attendance of 70 and grew gradually
over the next 20 years to 114 in 2003.
It is the fruit of the contributions of all
the saints who were faithful in their day
to the gracious calling of the Lord.

LIFE Present

The English worship service’s
existence is a testimony to God’s
faithfulness for the past 30 years. By
the grace of God, the average weekly
attendance is currently about 168
(adult and youth worship services).

In 2009, the English Service
Committee (ESC) held a Leading
Change retreat over a few months
to evaluate and discuss the future of
English Service. As a result, some
major initiatives were implemented.

The following purpose statement for
English Service (ES) that is in line with
the Church mission statement was
adopted for the first time — “Every
believer being a disciple of Christ,
living a worshipful and evangelistic
lifestyle, in service and fellowship for
the glory of God”. The core values of
English Service, strategy to groom next
generation leaders, path for growth,
strengthening of cell groups and
structure of the ministries were also
defined.

At the retreat, the ES Committee also
saw the need to have a separate
worship service to cater to the needs
of the sizeable number of youths in our
midst. A youth worship service was
started in 2010 for teens and young

adults aged 13 to 21 and a youth
pastor was engaged to take care of
the youth and children ministries. This
was the same year that the Church
underwent rebuilding.

Since we moved back to the new
building in July 2012, the Lord has
graciously blessed us in many ways.

The need for leadership succession in
English Service has always been keenly
felt. Since the Leading Change retreat,
the ES Committee had deliberated

on various ways to address the issue.
After much careful consideration and
prayer, mentoring was chosen as the
means to reproduce spiritual disciples
and leaders for this generation and
future generations. This will be our
main direction for the next few years,
undergirded by prayer, worship,
evangelism and cell groups ministries.

LIFE Future

[t has always been our aim to draw people into the
fellowship of the body of Christ. Throughout its history,
the members of English Service, together with the rest of
the Church, had expressed their faith in loving service to
the Lord and the community within and without. Today’s
members who have gained much from such a legacy
have their own part to play for those who will follow in
their footsteps.

In the words of Ms Cecilia Downward, who served
actively in SLC’s Women Fellowship in the 1950s, and
wrote this in SLC’s 100 years’ Centenary Souvenir, “The
Lord seeks those who will continue to live in His way and
share the Good News of the Bread of Life with men and
women of our own generation.”

May this generation continue to give our gifts and
resources to build the kingdom of God and fulffill His
purposes in the years ahead.

The Lord Jesus Christ, who has built this local body of
believers for the past 130 years, will continue to do so in
the present and the future.

All glory and honour be to Him.
